She reconfirmed how 
instruction will be delivered virtually and whether or not the district 
is offering higher level in-person instruction for English language 
learners, special education students and other special populations.

Motion made by Heeney and seconded by Gee to award the bid 
from Sommer Farms for one parcel of district owned land 
commonly known as “20 acres of district owned property north and 
west of the baseball and softball fields”, as presented.

Motion made by Lance and seconded by Gee to approve spending 
of $174,977.40 from General Fund, $19,069.68 from Cafeteria 
Special Revenues Fund, $80,744.21 from 2016 Capital Projects 
Fund, $3,027.79 from 2020 Capital Projects Fund, $4,488.21 from 
Student Activity Special Revenues Fund, and payroll transfers in 
the amount of $876,458.09 for the month of January, as presented.
