Lack of Qualified Candidates: The Stockbridge Area Chamber of Commerce may
choose not to award the scholarship in the event that no candidates meet the approval
for the award.

Method of Distribution: The award shall be paid directly to the recipient's school of
advanced education.

Eligibility: The recipient will be required to provide proof of acceptance to their college,
trade school or post-secondary institution prior to the issuance of the scholarship check.
The award is a one-time award and previous recipients are not eligible. The recipient
may be required to interview with the Chamber Board and provide references with
contact information.
